New Business a) Update from Planning Consultant regarding the Westgate Development.

VB read a report from the Planning Consultant who had met with a senior

planning officer of S.Glos Council. In short, it is his opinion that, subject
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to confirmation from Alex Madden of Thrings Solicitors, it will not be
possible to challenge the access onto the B4055.

The final response from Thrings is expected shortly.

Discussion followed. VB suggested to the meeting that the offer from Rob
Wiltsher at the meeting held in March should be accepted. Rob Wiltsher
had offered to investigate the possibility of the Parish Council purchasing
the correct signage for the A403 to warn drivers of the weight restriction
and low bridge in the village. VB to contact Rob Wiltsher.

FCAB reported the use of the B4055 by earth-moving lorries accessing the
Western Approaches site. FCAB had telephoned the company involved
along with timings and registration numbers and the lorries had stopped.
IvH reported the continued use of the B4055 by Warburton’s lorries. VB
to write to Warburton’s to inform them of the weight restriction. VB

a) Severn Beach Village Hall

FCAB questioned whether new play equipment had been installed at SB.
It was decided that the parishioner must have been referring to the new
equipment at Pilning.

b) Pilning Village Hall

IR asked if the Parish Council was now in agreement to submit the
planning application for the new Village Hall at Pilning. NC reported that
all favourable comments had been received from the feedback forms
located at the hall alongside the plans. A vote was taken, 8 for and 1
abstained. VB to instruct the architect to submit the plans. VB
VB asked for clarification on the container at Pilning Village Hall which is
due to be relocated to the Allotment site at SB. IR confirmed that there is
some confusion as to the ownership of the container and the contents
belong to Pilning Flower Show, Pilning Carnival and the Church. VB &
IR to meet with Becky Cooper who was the Treasurer of the now
disbanded Pilning Carnival committee to find a way forward. VB & IR

KW questioned if there is a waiting list at SB. VB responded informing
the meeting that there is a waiting list although it is short. MP & FCAB to
independently check the site for allotments not being worked. MP & FCAB
KW asked if the letter to allotment holders could now be sent regarding
greenhouses and general tidiness of the site. VB to write to allotment
holders.

4.Cemeteries

FCAB reported that as there had not been any recent burials, the cemetery
had coped well with the rainfall over the winter months. The new paths
now need to be installed. It had not been possible to obtain more than two
quotes for this work so IvH proposed J. Heming instructed to carry out the
work, all agreed. VB to instruct J. Heming. VB
5.Village Matters

IR informed the meeting of a dispute of ownership of the fence and path at
Beach Road leading to Gorse Cover Road. After considerable
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investigation it was found that the land still belongs to the developer and
should be contacted for any queries regarding the path through their
solicitor. VB to give information on the solicitor to the resident at Beach
Road. Alderman Peter Tyzack informed the meeting that the fences were
put up by Barratt Homes for the residents.

IR reported that two arrows had been found at Pilning Cemetery. The
police had been informed and had collected the arrows.

IR further reported a car parking illegally on the double yellow lines on
Gorse Cover Road, SB. VB to contact 101.

IR informed the meeting that activity had been seen on the hardstanding
area at Northwick Road. IR had reported this to the Enforcement team.
CW reported the debris on the footpaths on Ableton Lane has still not been
cleaned following the work undertaken by Bristol Water. VB to write to
S. Glos Council again on this matter.

FCAB reported the potholes on the A403 in Bristol City Council area. VB
to write to Bristol City Council to report these holes.

IvH reported that the pot hole near the traffic lights at Pilning had been
inspected.

lanH reported a burnt out caravan at Pilning Station. VB to contact British
Rail to remove the caravan.

MP asked if any further response had been received regarding the vehicles
parked on the sea wall. VB responded informing the meeting that the
latest response had been that the design of the sea wall would allow it to
withstand vehicles parking. VB to write to EA to ask if Parish Council
can install bollards to prevent this parking.

MP further asked if S.Glos Council could be contacted regarding the mud
and debris on the cyclepaths near the A403. VB to write to S.Glos
Council.

KW asked if S.Glos. Council could be contacted regarding gully-sucking
in and around the A403. VB to writhe to S.Glos. Council.

KW further asked if the grass could be cut at the Allotment site. VB to
ask Mr Fisher to cut the grass as soon as possible.

KW reported the parking at all the locals schools is dreadful but not
illegal. Discussion followed.

IvH asked if S.Glos Council could be contacted regarding the condition of
the road on the A403. VB to write to S.Glos. Council.

NC reported the parking of cars for sale on Redwick Road and the parking
of cars on the pavement.

NC further reported the Pilning Playing Field had been used by horse
riders which had made some considerable damage to the pitch and field.

Easter Compton Speeding — A mobile Police camera van was parked in Main Road on 12th March.

Speedwatch — These were in Easter Compton on Sunday 16th . If you want to help resolve this local problem, please volunteer to Hayley Gathercole. The kit is
available but not enough bodies to use it — email: carmel.gathercole@hotmail.com The Lorrywatch capability is due to be added to this scheme.

Fly Tipping and Arson at Pilning Station — This is becoming a major local problem. Any help identifying the offenders would be appreciated. Please email me
or telephone Network Rail if you notice any tipping. Arson — the Fire Service attended around 2045hrs last night 24/03/14. It is believed a caravan stuffed
with rubbish was set on fire.

Pilning War Memorial — The potholes around this edifice have been filled in by South Glos.

Health Treatment — If you need healthcare at anytime, this APP will help you find the appropriate place:- http://www.thinkabc.org.uk/

The last of the free Green Bins collections — This should now has taken place and the instructions for the revamped service should be available to all. ’'m
sorry we all lost our fight to keep this collection free. | did partake in two protests with fellow Conservative District Councillors. 4,000 signatories were against
this charge. South Glos. Council are expecting a 20% uptake for paid Green Bins. Please be extra vigilant for fly tipping as this may increase. If you spot any
rubbish dumped in our parish, please contact Streetcare. | normally go around the ward twice a week but can miss some dumped items.

Warburton’s Wind Turbine — Substitution of Planning Condition 19 for ETSU-R-97 to ensure our local residents do not get disturbed by OAM (Other
Amplitude Modulation from the turbine.

Social Housing (Merlin) — New rules now apply for requested transfers, moves and downsizing. The current tenant will only be able to apply for
accommodation to meet the current needs. This should free up larger houses for families on the waiting list.

Big Spring Clean — This ends on the 30th April. If you want our area looking pristine, please help to collect litter in your area. The foreshore team are still
struggling with the excess of plastic bottles, which are recycled.

Bowstreet Lane, Easter Compton — Some ‘Unsuitable for heavy goods vehicles’ signs are being installed on the entrance to this road.

Station Road Bridge, Pilning — The siting of some of the new large road signs is being queried by ward members.

The A403 — The coast road (Severn Road) near construction site of the SITA Incinerator (ERP) is becoming very muddy because of the many lorry
movements carrying soil in spite of a road sweeper. Both the Parish Council and myself have complained to Streetcare on this issue. If you think this road is in
an unfit condition, please contact Streetcare yourself.

The Wild Place — As from April the wolves’ enclosure with have a pack of 5 in it.

Prospect Road — The fencing and earth bund was removed on the 21st March from the end of the road to allow a Western Distribution Cherry Picker to
maintain the overhead electricity insulators on poles. Many residents spoke to the employees and some rang me. | also spoke to the workman to gain
assurance that the bund and fence would be replaced ASAP. | visited on the 22nd and all looked well.

National Grid — | had a meeting with them on the 14th in Somerset. Apart from discussing the new low level Pylons, | asked and was given an assurance that
the height of all transformers would be reviewed in the light of recent flooding nationwide. The replacing of the three overhead phase cables with one single
wire is progressing including some in our area.
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4T/VL Community Transport — If you are a regular community transport user you should have been contacted with our new pricing structure from this
organisation. Due to reductions in the transport grants from the Government/District Council, the Annual subscription will rise to £10 and each journey will
cost £1.

Seabank3 Community Liaison Group — At our meeting the second Public Consultation phase was explained which will commence in May. The construction
phase with large modules could be helped if the M49 junction was operational by 2016.

Sirona Health Care - | visited a presentation they gave at Thornbury on 13th March. They are a *Not for Profit’ organisation that will be taking over
community health care for adults in South Gloucestershire. The council will still provide the adult social care and the North Bristol Trust will be responsible
for Children’s Health Care.

Abandoned Horses — We have 15 horses back on the Western Approaches including one isolated one. They are causing problems on the internal roads of
Western Approaches. There are also some across the boundary in Avonmouth, Bristol. One gentleman in Over has had one dumped in his field on the 19th .
All the necessary agencies have been informed. The Police/South Glos. Council have removed 10 horses on the 25th . After an abandoned noticed was attached
to the gate in Over Lane, the horse was removed.

Wessex 625 Buses — or the lack of them. Audrey Dann of Salthouse Farm Park is organising a petition about the lack of reliability on this route. There will
also be a copy in Severn Beach Post Office.

PACT - Severn Beach Line (Police & Community Together) — | attended this meeting on 17th in town. The reports received were very satisfactory. | did
mention the 105 users’ petition to South Glos. Council with regard to non-collection of fares from Severn Beach. No major reaction was forthcoming. South
Glos. have also informed me that a third coach is being added to the two-car diesel unit used on our line. Network Rail are in discussions about recovering the
land adjacent to the station. | will keep our Parish Council informed, as we would all like it as a car park.
