3.Village Matters

VB reported on behalf of Mike Pruett that the hedges at Ableton Lane,
Severn Beach had now been cut back.

IvorH reported the bus stop and subsequent yellow lines outside Severn
Beach School need to be addressed as when the bus stops cars cannot pass
because there are parked cars opposite. VB to contact S.Glos to ask for an
extension of the double yellow lines.

IvorH as to whether the St. Peter’s School security lighting would also be
part of the light ‘switch-off” scheme. KW responded informing Council
he thought the school was not part of the scheme.

IvorH requested the Parish Council make a donation to the William Allen
Chamber Organ restoration fund at St. Peter’s. £500 was agreed proposed
by IvorH and Seconded by FCAB. Vote — 8 for, 1 against.

NC reported that she had telephone conversation with SITA regarding the
inadequate rubbish collection services.

lanH reported on behalf of a parishioner the parking on the corner of
Wainbridge Cresent in the turning area. IR suggested either lanH or the
parishioner contact S.Glos direct.

KW reported advertising signs for a local business on the Main Road.
FCAB to speak to the owner to advise them of the rules concerning
posters.

KW asked Council who maintains the flower pots and boat in the village
of Severn Beach. CW responded informing KW of the Regeneration
Group funded by local businesses. FCAB further responded advising on
how the group was formed and that there are 4 tubs available for any
businesses wishing to sponsor. lanH suggested GKN keen to sponsor.
FCAB reported a conversation she had had with the S.Glos contractors
who collect rubbish on the A403 and the increased level of the rubbish. IR
had sent a email thanking S.Glos for their work on the A403.

FCAB further reported the constant efforts of our local Police Constable
regarding stray horses in the area.

4.Allotments Contract

VB passed round a proposed update to the existing contracts for the
Allotment Gardens. Comments to be given to VB soonest as new contacts
need to be in place by 1% April.

5.Cemetery
a) Update on new paths etc. at Pilning — IR reported that 1 quote had

been received for tree work. A further 2 quotes to be sought.
FCAB requested permission to send out the letter previously
circulated to family of the deceased in the new cemetery regarding
the proposed new paths and tree work.

Two quotes had been received for the cutting of the grass and
associated works at Piling Cemetery but as the current employee
ceases work at the end of March 2013 a vote was taken to award
the contract. IvorH proposed MJ Fisher seconded by CW and
supported by FCAB. Vote taken 7 for 1 abstained. Contract to be
given to MJ Fisher and VB to draw up contract. IvorH offered to
speak to MJ Fisher.

FCAB reported the fencing on the bridge at Pilning Cemetery
loose and in need of repair. VB to contact S.Glos. to organise the
repair.

b) Review of Northwick Grass Cutting Contract — VB reported
speaking to current contract holder Mr Les Liddiatt who is happy
to include the emptying of the litter bin as part of the contract. The
rate had not increased for 10 years so an increase was agreed from
the current £700.00 plus VAT per year to £800.00 plus VAT for
the year to include the litter bin emptying. Proposed by JF and
seconded by CW.

IR reported having replaced the lock on the Tower at Northwick.
Unfortunately, a large amount of bird faeces and dead birds litter
the floor of the Tower preventing the opening of the door. FCAB
informed Council of a meeting between herself, S.Glos, a builder
and a specialist cleaning company. FCAB instructed to organise
for the bird faeces and dead birds to be removed from the Tower so
that the remedial work to the roof can begin.

IR asked if spaces still available in Northwick Cemetery. FCAB
confirmed some space available.

After discussion, it was decided to not replace the fence at
Northwick Cemetery.

6.Update on Ableton Court

CW reported that some of the residents at Ableton Court have felt bullied
by Merlin Housing Association which had led to some residents leaving.
CW to organise a meeting and invite residents, Parish Councillors, S.Glos
representatives and Merlin Housing representatives. Tony Aucott asked to
inform residents. Date set for 18™ March 2013 at Ableton Court in the
lounge.

CW advised that the Beach Road houses due for demolition are now to be
refurbished due to siting on the floodplain.

APPENDIX C — REPORT FROM SOUTH GLOUCESTERSHIRE COUNCIL (ROBERT GRIFFIN)

News for Pilning & Severn Beach.

1% April 2013

Dear Ward Members,

South Glos. Council Tax — Will be frozen again this year. 2013/14

Part Night Street lighting - During April 2013, some streetlights in Pilning, Severn Beach and Almondsbury are
programmed to be converted to operate on a part night basis.

Lower Severn Inland Drainage Board — Some submissions already received on Swanmoor and Bilsham lane rhines
flooding, have been passed to the Lower Severn Internal Drainage Board, a reply received and forwarded.

Wessex Water — | requested Wessex Water to install a relief foul water sewage pipe from the Swanmoor Pumping
Station to Avonmouth via the Industrial Estate. This was to avoid the unpleasant overloading at Swanmoor during periods
of heavy rain. No answer received.

Bilsham Lane ditches — These are the responsibility of the adjoining landowners. Please could they be cleared for the
good of all?

Travellers — An illegal travellers’ site with 30 caravans was in the Sevalco car park just over the Bristol border and 6 extra
in our Bank Road site at Pilning. Within 1 mile of these 30 caravans Bristol Council have built a new travellers site with all
services. These were evicted from Sevalco within a few days but left behind their piles of rubbish. They headed down the
A403.

Abandoned Horses — 57 now checked OK. One dead foal removed. Patchway based travellers are using the foreshore
for fly grazing. Some horses have been moved from the foreshore to Western Approaches. 3 separate incidents of these
horses getting onto the motorway at junction 18, PRP Rescue Services Ltd recovered them. Also getting onto the A403
and causing problems for the Police to deal with. A Statement from Jamie Shiels PC 3309 :- Today | have assisted the
Landfill site in Hallen with the erecting of several Abandonment notices for the horses left on their property (This gives the
owner 14 days to remove the horses or if this is not done the landowner can dispose of the horses after 14 days). Let’s
hope by the time you read this our local horse population will have reduced

Fly Tipping — The public footpath/road beside the wood chipping site on the A403 at Pilning has had a load of fly tipping
left on it. That is the second load of this type in three weeks. 254959. Well done, Streetcare for dealing with it.

South Glos. Enforcement Policy — This has now been approved by the council.

PT/12/4028/0 — The former St. Nicholas site has been granted Planning Permission for two houses with the condition that
no living rooms can be built on the ground floor.

PT13/0250/F — Planning Permission has been re-submitted for Stables etc. off the A403 on Green Belt land at Northwick.
After consultation, | have called this in.
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Highways Agency — have clearly pointed the responsibility for maintenance of the M49 footbridge to South
Gloucestershire Council. This banana bridge has been reported to South Glos. twice by me. | am waiting for this problem
to be addressed.

140697 - Beach Road — The sign at the corner of Station Road and Beach Road adjacent to the flats is leaning back
significantly and requires straightening. The Beach Road sign outside 134 Beach Road has been missing for a while. A
single post is still there

258255 - Oak Tree — Advice on Oak Tree sought behind Gorse Cover Road. Reply sent to relevant person.

Merlin (non-standard) tenants — should have received a personal letter explaining what is happening to their homes.
Redevelopment is only taking place in Little Stoke, Chipping Sodbury and Yate. None in Pilning or Severn Beach due to
Planning laws.

Station Road Bridge, Pilning — The overhaul is progressing.

Drain Clearance on the B4055 — | have seen South Glos. equipment actively checking the drains.

Measles is at an 18 year high.

Dog Passporting (chipping) will become compulsory in 2016. | hope it is enforced better than for horses.

Welfare Reform — | attended a South Glos. presentation on the new Welfare System.

Sea wall steps — A request for a banister while the steps are being repaired was received by me. Passed to P&SBPC.
N.B. — Please note when | report these issues | have no control on when they will be actioned by South Glos.
