FCAB
reported further to Appendix C, that despite explaining the history of the
1957 Agreement, the intention is to instruct a Planning Specialist to advise
on ways to prevent the traffic accessing the site via the B4055. A meeting
is scheduled for the 30™ October 2013 at Hallen Village Hall with
representatives of the legal department and planning department of S.
Gloucester Council arranged by Robert Griffin.  As many Parish
Councillors as possible to attend.

IvorH
advised that following the meeting on the 30™ October 2013, questions
should be prepared at the Parish Council meeting on 4™ November 2013 | ALL
and then sent to the Westgate Developers before a meeting so that the
questions can be answered at the meeting.

2.Village Halls/Playing Fields

a) Severn Beach Village Hall — JF reported on the finances of the Severn
Beach Village Hall and the committee still wish to progress the application
for the siting of a burger van in the car park.

b) Pilning Village Hall — IR thanked FCAB, CW & NC for attending the
meeting to seek funding from S.Glos Severnvale Area Forum to assist
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with the planning application for the new development at Pilning Village
Hall. IR was pleased to report that the Parish Council was successful with
this application. VB to write a letter of thanks to the Forum. VB
NC reported the comments heard at the Forum meeting which were not
appropriate mentioning two members of the Forum by name. VB to write
to the Standards Committee to report the incidents. VB
IR reported a meeting between himself, Alan Coward and Julie Tyzack
regarding the container at the Pilning Village Hall belonging to the
Carnival committee. NC confirmed Julie Tyzack has contacted the Chair
of the Carnival committee but no response received so far. IR confirmed
he had contacted the Chair of the Flower Show committee regarding the | IR
contents and a key for the container.

3.Allotments — FCAB reported that an inspection of the site had taken
place and it was noticed that the rhines have not been cut back. FCAB has
contacted the Internal Drainage Board to check when the cutting will take
place.

4.Cemeteries — It was agreed that this had been covered under matters
arising (2013 10 4).

5.Village Matters

IR requested assistance in instructing a contractor to make and erect the
rail on the steps next to the former amusement area in Severn Beach.
FCAB & MP offered to contact contractors. FCAB/ MP
IR reported the increase in the number of cars for sale all over the
parishes. In one area the grass cutters had cut around the car for sale.
Robert Griffin responded requesting that residents contact him directly
with photos. RG
IR further reported the felling of a 100-year-old Oak tree located behind
No. 60 Gorse Cover Road & Beach Avenue. S.Gloucestershire Council
have confirmed the tree did not have a tree preservation order. CW
responded advising that the intention was not to fell but unfortunately a
barbed wire fence was running through the main trunk and it was unsafe to
leave in its current state as it would have died. JF further responded
confirming the comments of CW.

FCAB informed the meeting that Severnside Beat Team will be leaving
shortly. The new arrangement will mean the Officer will cover a much
greater area.

FCAB questioned why the green bin charge was being imposed when
S.Gloucestershire Council will gain from the sale of the compost. IvorH
also advised that S.Gloucestershire Council had signed a 35 year contract
with SITA.

FCAB further questioned why there are no white lines all the way along
Ableton Lane. Robert Griffin responded confirming it was not used as a
diversion for Green Lane so therefore it was a test-run for no white lines.
IvorH noted a comment in Robert Griffin’s report regarding the ASDA
distribution centre. VB to write to ASDA and Co-op explaining the need | VB
to not use the A403 through our village.
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MP reported his constant contact via email with Planning Enforcement
regarding the excessive height of the woodpile on the A403. MP urged all
councillors to email regarding the height, noise and dust.

KW bDbrought the Tytherington Parish Council fight for super-fast | ALL/ VB
broadband and the need for fibre optic listed within Appendix A to the
attention of the meeting.

APPENDIX C

Meeting conclusions from the joint meeting with Almondsbury Parish Council on Thursday 19th September 2013 at Easter Compton Village Hall to discuss
the Westgate Development.

The meeting was attended by 3 councillors from Almondsbury (CIiff Hilliker, Sheila Fulton and Phil Hall and 4 from Pilning & Severn Beach (Ivor
Humphries, Kevin Weeks, Frances Barr MBE and Mike Pruett) and chaired by the Chairman of Almondsbury Parish Council, Cliff Hilliker. Official
minutes were taken by the clerk of Almondsbury Parish Council.
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Having opened the meeting and explained the objectives, the chairman welcomed questions from the floor for 45 minutes.
The general points of objection of the Westgate Development were on issues of traffic, pollution, flooding and access.

Although the meeting were at all times made aware of the fact that the development was legal due to the 1957 agreement, the following actions were agreed to

take back to the full Parish Council’s for discussion at their next respective meetings;

. The need to hire a planning specialist to advise on strategies for objection. Would either or both Parish Council’s help to fund this expert?

. Parish Council’s and the already formed action group to come together to work as a working group with representatives on the working group
from both Parish Council’s and the action group.

. Jointly put pressure on S.Glos Council to look at highways/ planning/ pollution (noise, light, smell)/ flooding.
. Lobby our District Councillors and our MP.

. Liaise with the Westgate Developers.

. Fight for the additional junction on the M49 to ease pressure.

Pilning Village Hall Development — After a good presentation by our Parish Council team on the 11th September at the Severnvale Area Forum in
Thornbury, | was happy to propose the grant for this plan, which was carried. | will always do so for any other local project provided the Annual Accounts
are presented in advance and a person attends to answer any questions.

Free Green Bin Collection — This option is due to cease on 28Th March 2014. This will be replaced by a £36 annual charge or £2 each for ‘Pay as you go sacks’
or my option to take it to the local ‘Sort-It’ centre when required. The none paying Green SITA bins may be collected back. Black Bins with garden waste in
them will not be emptied. | am not happy about this change but it was a Council Committee majority decision.

M4/M5 Interchange changes — From 26th September 4 lane operations are now possible. Please watch the overhead signs. The Speed Checking cameras with
be installed shortly.

Marsh Common Pavement — The phase 3 of the St. Peter’s School Travel Plan is now nearing completion with many thanks to the South Glos. Highways
Department. This completes a pavement from Severn Beach to the bottom of Blackhorse hill.

Lost Telephone Box at New Passage — This telephone box opposite the redundant Chapel is being cleared of brambles and cleaned by BT so it can be used.
Many thanks to Jacqui Ward of South Glos. Safer & Stronger for her help.

The Field next to St. Peter’s School, Pilning — There was a local rumour that the owner wanted to give this field to our community. | have spoken with the
owner Mr Mark Babbage and this is not the case. He wants to develop the site for low-cost Social Housing but it is in Green Belt and needs Planning
Permission.

Age UK — A Benefits Advisor visited Pilning Surgery on the 20th September to help local residents with Health related

Benefits of Attendance Allowance, Disabled Living Allowance and Care’s Allowance. These may trigger Pensions Credit, Council Tax Benefit and Housing

Police Changes — On the 1st October, our Beat will be transferred from Filton to a Thornbury Police Station. Unfortunately, we shall be losing Jamie Shiels
and Christopher Baker to Bradley Stoke in the process.

Pavement Parking — It is with some disappointment that I noticed vehicles parking on two stretches of newly laid pavement. The pavement is for the benefit of
pedestrians and the foundations are designed for that lighter loading. These pavements had to be re-laid at considerable expense to South Glos. because
vehicles had broken the surface making them un safe for foot passengers to use.

Vandalism — While clearing the foreshore this month we noticed green branches that were used to try to start a fire.

They were not trained members of our uniformed organisations. On looking at the trees opposite Beach Road, these seem to be the source of the branches.
Puncture — A gentleman punctured his tyre in the vicinity of the phase 3 pavement improvements on Marsh Common Road, Pilning. He had driven off the
road and into a hole. | had a traffic cone marking the spot for future road users.

Horses on our Foreshore — These cannot be dealt with by Horseworld anymore as due to our continual referrals they have run short of funds.

Gumhurn Lane — The verges has not cut this year. Passed to Streetcare.

Benefit Fraud — The maximum penalty for this crime has been increased to 10 years.

Major Bank Account Transfers — These can now be carried out in 7 working days.

Driving Age — There are now 4 million drivers over 70 years of age and 191 over 100. The eldest is 107.

ASDA Distribution Centre — There is now a similar sized building to Tesco at Marsh Common on the A403 in Avonmouth. I hope these HGV’s do not use the
A403 to Aust.

Severn Beach Line — My friend Chris Smith has set up a Lack of Fair Collection Petition. — it is on-line— | encourage you to sign this petition if you are
involved.
