PT & FCAB attended the last Severn Vale Area Forum, 2nd March, at
Turnberries, Thornbury. (Report by PT)

We were addressed by disgruntled councillors who had just learned that
the decision had been taken to scrap all the Area Forums and to move
some of their work to the Safer Stronger groups.

There had been a previous consultation about reducing the numbers of the
Area Forums and of Safer Stronger Groups, but on the the grounds of cost
saving the Council had decided to reduce the numbers of Safer Stronger
Groups and scrap the Area Forums all together.

The work done by the Forums would be transferred to other committees
and the key decisions about grants and allocation of funds would be
handed to individual Lead Councillors. The view was expressed that the
Safer Stronger Groups, now reduced in number, would just be ‘talking
shops' without any decision making powers, and the Area Committees
would no longer exist, so our local Councillors would have no say. Sadly
the Leader of the Council was not present to answer our concerns.

The hall was filled by parents and friends of one of the Thornbury Primary
Schools supporting a bid for a zebra crossing. The next item dealt with
highway priorities, and they will get their crossing. Also agreed was the
funding for the assessment of B4055, and the funds for the design and
legal work for the double yellow lines on Redwick Rd.

Frances asked about the loss of the Mobile Library and criticised the
reduction in charge for the Green Bin collection, money which could go
towards keeping the Library.

| asked about whether South Glos and Bristol had their plans in place for
road building to connect to the M49 junction..

Neither question got an encouraging answer...

There were two lots of grants monies to be shared out, but as there were
no applications from this Parish for us to speak up in support of; we
decided to leave at that point.

In future the grants monies will be divided between the 70 councillors who
will distribute the monies in their own wards. There appears to be no
mechanism for prioritising areas with greater need.

PT & FCAB attended a meeting with S.Glos. Council regarding the QR
code on the War Memorial at Pilning

It was agreed with South Gloucestershire Council the best place for the
QR code would be put on one of the bollards on the shop side, one on the
other side and one on the flower trough
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Robert Griffin reported that he and Colin Williams-Lock will be attending
a meeting regarding the new procedure taking over from the Area Forum.
S Glos Environment Forum meeting attended by HR & PT

We heard short presentations from several people, centring on the progress
of the Biodiversity Action Plans and what South Glos officers had
achieved.

They thanked us all for our support and help with their work, though
honestly I don't recall any interaction with those officers in relation to our
parish. | think the point was that this meeting marked the end of the
funded period, so future work would be taken up by others if it is to
happen at all i.e. Government funding for Biodiversity Action had been
stopped.

It seems that this work, so far as our area is concerned, is being taken up
by the Forgotten Landscape Project (which is Heritage Lottery funded).
The last section of the meeting was the distribution of the ‘'Parish
Biodiversity Plans'. 1 anticipated something with a bit of thought or
polish, but sadly I was disappointed. We were handed a single A4 sheet of
information which we already knew, i.e. what exists in our parish in
relation to SSSI etc. In fact we were able to correct them in having missed
one of the Estuary designations.

A
vote was taken (7 for, 2 abstained).
b) Update regarding Pilning Village Hall
NC reported that some items from the skate board parks had been
put in the rhine. IR advised that there will be a cost to install,
report on and insure the equipment.
It was agreed that NC should represent the parish council at Pilning
Village Hall meetings.
IR reported basketball hoops had been inserted in the tennis courts.
IR further reported that woodworm had been found at the hall
which would need to be treated.
C) Update regarding the extension at Pilning Village Hall
IR reported that the plans would soon be submitted to South
Gloucestershire Council.

6)Update on allotment sites

FCAB reported that the water level at the SB allotment site had reduced.

SB reported that the allotments at Pilning were starting to take shape.

VB
IR reported that Mr M Fisher had raised 3no. fallen head stones and
infilled a number of sunken graves. FCAB to ask Mr Fisher to re-turf a
number of graves. FCAB
MP reported he had cleared ivy from some head stones at Northwick.

NC reported that no objection had been received regarding the light by the
garages on Keens Grove. VB to instruct the insertion of the light. VB
IR reported a plot on Church Road, SB had been sold.

MP asked if a response had been received from the school regarding
smoking on the school bus. VB confirmed a response had been received.
ND reported witnessing ‘trotters’ on the A403 being over-taken by a
police car which did not stop them. FCAB to report this to police. FCAB
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ND further reported having been burgled and items then being sold in a
local pub. It was agreed that VB should invite a representative of the
police to the next parish council meeting. VB
SB requested MP address the formatting on the website. MP
SB reported piles of rubbish on the A403. FCAB advised the use of the
‘Report It” section on the S.Glos Council website.

TF reported issues relating to lost drivers attempting to work on the solar
farm at Severn Beach. FCAB advised that the build would shortly be
completed.

TF proposed a vote on inserting a white line to separate cyclists and
walkers on the sea wall (2 for, 5 against, 1 abstained).

PT reported a recent meeting of the Eastern Evergreens and local residents
at Severn Beach Village Hall which would shortly be reciprocated.

FCAB reported that many of the flood warning automatically issued by the
Environment Agency do not affect Severn Beach because of wind
